
















ki led Penn with 21 digs in the 
match, proving to be an inte-
gral part of its defensive strat-
egy yet again. She extended 
her single-season digs record 
to 566 and broke Cara Thoma-
son’s school record of 1,525 all-
time digs, finishing the season 
with 1,534 on her career — with 
one season still to play.

Along with her 15 digs, senior 
Elizabeth Semmens once again 
led the team with her 17 kills.

After tying the first set at 
four, the Quakers managed 
to lift away to a 19-12 lead and 
went on to take the set, 25-17.

Their momentum spilled 
into the second set, as Penn 
leapt out to a quick 5-1 lead. 
But then the Tigers (11-14, 9-5) 
got into a groove of their own, 
tying the score 8-8, and using a 
9-4 run en route to a 17-12 lead. 
The Quakers responded with a 
9-4 run to tie the set at 21, and 
went on to win it, 25-23.

“[Our performance] was 
good,” coach Kerry Carr said. 
“We started off a little slow, 
we had a few people playing 
different positions that they 
weren’t used to, but I think 
that we played well.”

Penn took a commanding 
2-0 set lead into the third, but 
Princeton managed to stay 
alive, taking it with a 25-16 

score, the most decisive by ei-
ther team in the match. 

“We kind of let off a little bit, 
let off the pedal, and let them 
get back into it,” Carr said. 
“Princeton played very well, 
and we were forced to play our 
best too.”

“Sometimes that happens,” 
freshman Lauren Martin add-
ed. “I think we just weren’t fo-
cusing on the details, but we 

picked it up in the fourth set, 
obviously.”

Indeed Penn did, but it 
was no easy task. The Quak-
ers grabbed a 6-2 lead before 
Princeton rallied for a 14-14 tie, 
and even took a brief 15-14 lead. 
The Red and Blue would surge 
back to a 23-21 lead before two 
straight kills by senior Ashley 
Hawkins ended the match.

“We put in our regular start-

ers, and were a bit more com-
fortable playing with those 
people who have helped us for 
the last eight or nine matches,” 
Carr said of the fourth set. 

Now Penn can only wait un-
til Nov. 29 to learn who it will 
face in the first round of the 
NCAA Tournament.

“We can win in the first 
round,” Martin said. “We’ll see 
what happens.”

about it, but I’m not too wor-
ried about that,” he said. “I’m 
focused on Cornell.”

As soon as the whistle blew 
to signal Penn’s 17-7 victory 
over Harvard last Saturday, 
the party started.

Alumni distributed cigars 
to whichever players wanted 
them, and they hung around 
on the field for a while, taking 
pictures and soaking in the 
moment.

But how will the Quakers 
celebrate if they can beat Cor-
nell and gain sole possession 
of the title?

“More champagne and ci-
gars,” Lewko said. “We’ll have 
to bring double the amount.”

But it was her mother, Jackie,

Seattle. 

“I would always be outside the 
court, either playing games with 
my friends out there or doing 
something,” said Lange, who 
was eight when she picked up 
the sport. “Since my Mom was 
playing and I was always there 
it was kind of the natural option 
for me to start doing what she 

The women’s squash team 
heads into the 2009-10 season 
hoping to build upon last year’s 
hard work and progress — but 
most importantly, its wins.

And the achievement doesn’t 
stop there: Coach Jack Wyant is 
even coming off of coaching the 
Women’s Junior National Team 
to a fourth-place finish.

Such statistics have earned 
the Quakers a No. 4 preseason 
ranking.

“Our expectations are to be

Although Villanova handed the 
Penn’s women’s basketball team 
its second loss of the season and 
19th straight Big 5 loss, the Quak-
ers did rack up a notable first of 
their 2009-10 season — their first 
lead. 

The Quakers led the Wildcats 
by three points in the beginning 
of the first half, but it was Vil-
lanova that pulled away to win 
the game, 44-28. 

“They run an offense that is 
particularly wide,” Penn coach 
Mike McLaughlin said. “[They] 
made a lot of threes, switched a 
lot of their screens. We just have 
to do things a little bit better.”

For the second year in a row, 

Villanova’s Maria Ghetty gave 
the Quakers’ defense problems. 

Ghetty netted 15 points to go 
along with her three rebounds, 
which just edged her 14-point, 
two-board performance from 
last season’s Nov. 19 matchup 
between the two teams at the 
Palestra.

“[Ghetty] is pretty tough be-
cause she can score off the drib-
ble and she can shoot the three,” 
McLaughlin said. “That’s just a 
pretty tough matchup for us.”

Although Penn allowed 28 — 
more than half — of the Wild-
cats’ points in the second half, 
McLaughlin was pleased with 
his squad’s overall defensive per-

formance. 
“Our defense kept us in the 

game,” the first-year Penn coach 
said. “For the most part we had 
them pretty much contained. I 
was happy with that. I think ev-
eryone stepped up on the defen-
sive end.”

Unfortunately, it was the 
Quakers’ offense that could not 
capitalize. 

At the start of the second half, 
Penn was down 17-11. Although 
Quakers’ sophomore Jess Knapp 
scored the first points for either

Family matters to Lange

Capping off crowning season

Champs 
get no 
payoff in 
playoffs

tight-knit network of coaches and players

Win or lose, Saturday’s contest 
against Cornell will be the last of 
the football team’s 2009 season. 
But the Quakers aren’t too happy 
about that, as many of them are 
frustrated that the Ivy League 
Champion does not receive a 
berth to the Football Champion-
ship Subdivision playoffs.

The Ivy League is the only 
FCS conference that prohibits 
its champion from participating 
in the postseason tournament.

“It’s one of those rules that no 
one’s ever articulated any rea-
sons why,” coach Al Bagnoli said. 
“On the surface it’s so illogical 
that you sit there scratching your 
head and it seems so unjust. But 
that’s the rule we live by, and I 
knew it coming in so it wasn’t like 
I was blindsided by it.”

Some players have their theo-
ries. Senior quarterback Kyle 
Olson claims he was told that all 
members of the conference must 
agree to allow the champion to 
participate. 

Olson thinks that Harvard and 
Yale refuse to vote in favor of the 
rule change in order to preserve 
the status of their annual meet-
ing as the climax of the season 
for the Ivy League.

But as the stipulation won’t 
be changing any time soon, the 
Quakers are left to predict how 
well they could have fared.

“We would’ve definitely gave 
some teams a run for their 
money,” senior linebacker Jake 
Lewko said. “We could’ve got-
ten pretty far I think, maybe to 
the championship game. Who 
knows?”

We’re Number 24. In the next-
to-last week of the regular sea-
son, Penn has finally received 
enough votes to enter the FCS 
top-25 rankings. The victory over 
Harvard boosted the Quakers to 
No. 24 in The Sports Network poll 
and No. 25 in the Coaches’ poll.

But at this point in the season, 
the Red and Blue don’t care too 
much.

“I don’t even think about it 
right now,” Bagnoli said. “It’d be 
nice at the end of the year, but 
it doesn’t really mean much in 
Week 9.”
